Expose’ Dance Centre Policies 2011
**This needs to be read prior to enrolling as these rules need to be understood and accepted.
General Rules

1. Fees are due and payable by the last week of the previous term to secure your spot. Failure to do this will result in your place being given to the next student on the waiting list. Please note we take enrolments on a “as per year basis” unless parent specifies otherwise and is documented on the enrolment form. In the event fees are paid late an $11 late fees will apply and will be paid.
2. At least 4 weeks notice must be given if no longer continuing with a class. Failure to do so will result in you paying the terms fees and this will be enforced.”NOT turning up to classes” does not mean you are not enrolled in the dance studio and therefore until written notice is given you are required to pay all term fees, concert fees etc.
3.  Uniform is compulsory for all classes. Hair must be neatly tied as required for the class (bun for ballet and all exam classes) and correct footwear worn.
4. No refunds given for classes not taken or if deciding not to continue once paid. Make-up classes are offered in group classes but must be booked prior to attending to see if there are available places in the class. 
5. It is expected that all students perform in the end of year performance unless you have signed concert requirement  letter stating otherwise in term 2. No refunds for costume levy if you cancel in terms 3& 4 as costumes have already been organised.
6. Students are expected to respect other students and their property. The studio will not be held responsible for lost or stolen items. Parents are asked to name items and to check lost property box regularly. The lost property box will be emptied on the last day of the term.
7. No private photographing or video-recording will be done at the studio unless instructed by the Principal. All photos taken at the studio by the Principal (or her nominee) remain the property of the Expose’ Dance Centre.
8. Students are expected to conduct themselves appropriately in class, showing respect at all times for their teacher and fellow students. Any unwelcome or unruly behaviour will incur consequences and parents notified.
9. Students using the sitting room and kitchen facilities will clean up after themselves, including washing their own dishes and tidying up any mess.
10. Students waiting between classes must remain in the sitting room and are to wait quietly. No running. Parents to wait in the foyer only. Siblings MUST be supervised. Mess made by younger siblings MUST be cleaned up by the parent e.g. biscuits not mashed into the carpet
11. Dance classes will not be held on all public holidays (unless otherwise notified).This includes entire cup weekend (sat, su,mo,tue).
12. All invoices, newsletters and most notices will be emailed/mailed to parents. Families are expected to update email addresses as necessary. (Notices are also displayed in the studio foyer and those with no email access will be handed notices in class). Parents take full responsibility in reading all notices via email, website, given and on notice board. “You did not tell me” will not be tolerated as there is more than enough information given.
13. All routines remain the property of the Expose’ Dance Centre and must not be performed in any public arena i.e school without consultation with Miss Colleen. This rule must be explained to you children as they need to be aware of copyright laws and that routines are property of the person who choreographs the routine. Failure to do so may result in instant dismissal from the Expose’ Dance Centre.

14. Open days are held on the last week of term 1, 2  only. Parents must supervise any siblings i.e do not allow them to run through the class or to be loud. Parents need to also watch quietly. If you wish to talk to other parents you need to go outside or in the foyer.
15. Parents are asked to watch parking restrictions. Murrumbeena has set parking requirements. Only to park in the street if you would like to wait. Parking in 31 allocated spaces are for pick up and drop off only. Moorabbin campus has 6 allocated car parks outside number 1 factory and there are two onsite 
17 place non allocated parks that parents can use. There is also plenty of street parks as well. Please do not use other factory car spaces Monday – Friday 9am-5pm. Saturday you can park anywhere in Moorabbin.
16. The dance mobile will operate between the hours of 10:00am till 8:00pm. If Miss Colleen is in class she will not answer the phone but will check messages in between classes. After the specified hours, please leave a message. If it is an emergency please ring the mobile phone 0429 093 085.Miss Colleen will not be available after these hours as she has a family she needs to attend to like yourselves. Competition Rules

1. Students are invited to join competition troupes following consultation

between the Principal and Teachers. A consent form outlining student’s commitments and responsibilities must be signed by the student and their parent/guardian before acceptance into the troupe.

2. Students in the competition troupes must attend all classes, rehearsals and competitions entered by Expose’ Dance Centre. Failure to do so will result in being excluded from the troupe. (see competition letter outlining detailed rules).

3. Students wishing to undertake solo, duo or trio competitions must register with the studio.
4. Parents need to pay in cash for solo/duo/trio classes at each class. If parents would like an invoice so they can pay per term they need to inform Miss Colleen. Competition classes are not included in the gold pass.

5. Students / parents must enter themselves in solo, duo or trio competitions – it is their sole responsibility to read competition rules and complete entry forms correctly and submit them on time.

6. Students entering solo, duo or trio competitions will be responsible for their own costumes. Parents may purchase their own child’s costume or costumes may be hired from the studio and then will be decided by Miss Colleen. Teachers will not be doing sequining or any other alteration of solo/duo costumes due to the amount of time it takes. Competitors will be responsible for their music, register as competitor and do their own warm-ups. Teachers attend at their own discretion.
7. Teachers will attend all troupe competitions as they need to sign the troupes in. Parents are not allowed in the backstage area for any solo, duo, trio or troupe. This is the rule set out by the competition committee.

8. Parents need to bring 2 cd’s for each dance, one for rehearsal and one for signing in. If students lose their cd’s, they will be required to purchase a new one for $2.If parents require dvd’s or cd’s of their child’s routine they need to bring $2 per dvd or cd to help cover the cost.
9. Parents are responsible in purchasing hair pieces, make up, tights, shoes as required for the competition. No exceptions! Miss Colleen will not be purchasing any hair pieces anymore as parents failed to reimburse her so please do not ask.

10. Parents and students are responsible in rehearsing their routines in their own time at home. Parents may hire the Murrumbeena studio when there are no classes to practice routines at $30 per hour. Sorry but Moorabbin can’t be hired out due to the security systems in place. Students need to remember they are representing the Expose’ Dance Centre and it’s teachers, therefore a certain standard must be achieved before being able to perform.

11. Teachers may require help from the parents with ensuring students know their routines, help with ensuring students are together (dancing like one person), lines are straight, organising extra rehearsals if required, passing on important messages to other parents etc
12.Teachers will ensure the children learn their routine while building their confidence and love of dance. Competition troupe work develops the students’ technique, confidence, teamwork, social skills, understanding of stage craft & terms and more importantly love of dance and performing.

13. Parents are not authorised to get copies of the Troupe routines as they Miss Colleen’s property. Parents may get copies of their child’s solo at their own expense.
